Lesson #1: Some kids can't get up 7.30 am (I
actually thought that one of them would miss the
whole day of activities because of that!). | also
learned that some kids wake up at 6.30 am, and
make sure everyone else knows they are awake.

Lesson #2: The favorite line of this age groups is:
“I'm bored”. You get to hear this line as soon as they
don’t have something to occupy themselves with for
two minutes!

Learning #3: We have some gifted and talented
kids! They all stared in the movie, “The Prodigal
Son”, they led prayers in front of a crowd of 130
people, they participated in dance competitions,

Lesson #4: In our small church, it is so important to
provide experiences for our kids where they can
worship, play, learn and grow as a part of large
group.

There are admirable and achievable goals
for furthering the ministries.

The Board of Directors has grown stronger
with some new internal policies and new
membership.

students on each campus.

Careful, specific job descriptions for the
part time staff (the ministers).

Limiting changes in staff and board
membership.

Expanding the funding base.

Provide the campus with a comprehensive
directory of local congregations.

Extend collaboration between campuses.

Identify potential leadership through one-
on-one contacts.

Campus ministers be very careful about
allocation of time, choice of priorities and
self-care.
