¶ Pray that God places the call on volunteersô hearts 
and fills them with enthusiasm, strength, and 
sense of purpose as they are preparing to serve in 
this camp.   

 

¶ Pray for low-income Hispanic children from 
Familia Center who will hopefully be attending our 
program that they feel accepted and as if they 
belong 

 

¶ Pray for safety, good weather, and lots of smiles.
