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September 21st LWML will welcome a well-known US 
Astronaut, retired Navy CAPT Dan Bursch, now a professor 
at the Naval Postgraduate School. Dan follows in the 
footsteps of our earliest explorers in space.  Did you know 
that 33 Astronauts received their advanced degrees at NPS, 
the most of any graduate school in the US starting in 1964 
with Apollo 17 Gene Cernan, the last man on the Moon 
December 1972.  NPS alumni include the current Director of 
the NASA Johnson Space Center, Mike Coats and Scott 
Altman, the Commander of the October 2008 Space Shuttle 
flight STS-125 to service the Hubble Space Telescope.   
 
In addition to Dan Bursch’s academic duties as the National 
Reconnaissance Office Chair, he is organizing the first 
reunion of NPS Astronauts in 2009 to coincide with the 
celebration of the school’s 100th anniversary.  NPS was 
created as an advanced Marine Engineering School at 
Annapolis in 1909 and moved to Monterey in 1946 following 
WW II.  Dan Bursch’s presentation will include his personal 
collection of photos from space and video clips. For further 
information contact Suellen Reeves at 831-423-0505 or her 
e-mail msr@sysresearchassoc.com. 
 
Everyone is invited to attend and to bring friends who might 
be interested in this event. 
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As you may or may not know, 
there are 478 persons in the 
world who can be called 
astronauts (flew higher than 
100,000 feet); of that 294 were 
US citizens (63 %), and a much 
smaller number are current 
active US astronauts, about 98.  
Many have died of natural 
causes and several perished in 
the Challenger and Columbia 
accidents. 
 
Former US astronaut CAPT 
Bursch has been invited to give 
a presentation and talk about 
space programs - He is a 
professor at the Naval 
Postgraduate School. 
 
CAPT Bursch's 6 1/2 months on 
the International Space Station 
provides a perspective of long 
duration in space.  He was the 
US record holder for longest 
time in space until just recently 
when another NPS graduate 
exceeded him by a few hours.

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Henry passed away August 19th 
peacefully at his home in Aptos at age 
90.  His parents, Henry and Bertha 
Temme, immigrated to the United States 
from Germany, arriving just in time for 
the 1906 San Francisco earthquake. In 

1918 , the family moved to Stockton and opened Temmes’ 
Delicatessen and later a supermarket, a first of its kind.  Henry 
grew up working in the food service business and following 
WWII in 1945, he and his brother took over the operations. They 
built the business into a fleet of 7 refrigerated trucks and a staff 
of 23 cooks and salesmen with deliveries made to retail stores 
throughout the San Joaquin Valley.  Henry and his brother were 
proud of what they accomplished. 
 

A big man even as a teenager, Henry played football for the 
Stockton High Tarzans.  He was the best guard on the team and 
was called ‘the tall blond boy’.  Henry began his long military 
career in the California National Guard.  He attained the rank of 
Corporal with a designation of Medic.  Henry’s love of aviation 
began at the age of 4 years old. He began flight training with the 
Civilian Pilot Training program and in 1942 was accepted into 
the pilot training program of the Army Air Corps .  He became a 
B-24 pilot and in 1944 participated in all the major battles in the 
Pacific Theater, including Iwo Jima.  He logged more than 600 
hours in combat flying and prided himself on not losing a plane 
or a man.  In 1945 he was released from duty and continued on 
as a reservist, earning the rank of Lt. Colonel. He continued 
flying with the Air Force and piloted a KC-135. After retirement 
he was liaison officer to the US Air Force Academy. 
 

Henry was a member of the Santa Cruz Chapter of the Military 
Officers Association of America. He held a variety of positions 
including Chaplain and will be remembered by members for his 
eloquent invocations.  He was very involved in the community, 
including an Elder at Messiah Lutheran Church. He promoted 
senior housing in Santa Cruz County and was involved with the 
S.I.R.S.  He also spoke to USCS students and elementary 
school students about his wartime experience.  
 

In 1943, Henry married June Bravo whom he met in high school.  
He was known to remark that she still ‘rang his bell’ even at 65 
years of marriage, alluding to an event when she grabbed a 
cowbell from him during a football game and started ringing it. 
He is survived by his wife, June, his son John and wife Julie, his 
son Jim and his wife Suzanne, four grandchildren and one 
great-grandson.
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Eighth-grade students at Ripon Elementary School 
in Ripon, Calif., know a little bit more about the 
military and our nation’s veterans, thanks to three 
members of the Santa Cruz (Calif.) Chapter of the 
Military Officers Association of America.  
 

Chapter First Vice President Lt. Col. Henry 
Temme, USAF-Ret., his wife, June, and Lt. Col. Ed 
Kalina, USA-Ret., drove more than 180 miles 
round-trip to speak to students at the school. The 
three were part of a group of military members and 
veterans who were invited to share their memories 
with students.  
 

Temme and Kalina, who both are World War II 
veterans, brought medals, money from faraway 
lands, aircraft photos, and other props that 
illustrated what life was like for members of 
America’s “greatest generation.” June Temme, who 
taught at Ripon Elementary in 1941, shared her 
memories of what life was like on the home front.  
 

Several students asked about the types of 
weapons used in World War II. Others were 
amused to learn how soldiers on water-starved 
Pacific islands took their baths in rainwater that 
was collected in 55-gallon drums.  
 

Following their presentation, the three fielded 
students’ questions. One student wanted to know 
how the Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor 
influenced America’s entry into World War II. 
Another student asked why only women were 
portrayed on the nose sections of aircraft. Temme 
smoothly explained it was our troops’ way of 
showing appreciation for the loved ones they had 
left behind. “I would say that [the presentation] was 
well received,” says Temme. “We were really very 
appreciative of the response we received from the 
students.” 
 

The trip to Ripon marked the second time chapter 
members have shared their wartime memories with 
area students. Three years ago, Cmdr. Richard 
Allen, USN-Ret.; Capt. John Siembiech, USN-Ret.; 
Lt. Cmdr. Arthur Wells, USN-Ret.; and Temme 
addressed students at the University of California–
Santa Cruz.  
 

“We did that on Sept. 12, 2001—one day after the 
terrorist attack,” says Temme. “We came expecting 
to speak to about 30 or 40 students. As it turned 
out, they put us in a lecture hall, and we spoke to 
about 250 kids.” 
 

The chapter members later received several thank-
you letters from professors at the university who 
remarked about the effect they had on the 
students. Following the chapter members’ 
presentations, several students indicated they were 
going to ask their grandparents about their military 
service. Others requested videotape copies of the 
presentation, which had been filmed. 
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Barry F. Ginochio passed 
away August 21, 2008 at 
his home in Soquel, 
California. He was 70 
years old.  

He was born in Concord, 
California on December 2, 

1937, the son of Anthony and Orphelia Maggiora 
Ginochio. He was a graduate of Mt. Diablo High 
School in 1955 and later graduated from Diablo 
Valley College in 1959. He served in the U.S. Navy 
from 1959 to 1963. Following his military service 
he returned to Concord where he worked as a 
supervisor for Varian Aerograph until 1968 when 
he moved to Santa Cruz County. Barry always 
wanted to do "dirt" work which led to him getting a 
contractors license and starting Ginochio 
Excavating which he has owned and operated for 
the past 40 years.  

He was a life member of the National Rifle 
Association, the California Rifle and Pistol 
Association. And he owned a membership in the 
Camanche Hills Hunting Preserve.  

Barry loved to go hunting with his sons and friends 
throughout the years. He also enjoyed spending 
time at his property in the Gold Country with his 
dog "Gracie" and just brushing the land, 
sometimes seeing wild turkeys and other wildlife. 
He worked hard all of his life to support his wife 
and family. He was very much loved by his children 
and step children and will be greatly missed. Barry 
reminisced that when he first met his wife he 
thought she was beautiful and hard to catch, but 
once caught they formed a life time love affair. 

He is survived by his wife of 33 years, Judy 
Ginochio of Soquel; daughter, Melinda Kehn of 
Aptos; two sons, Paul Ginochio of Aloha, OR and 
Glen Ginochio of Hollister; a step-daughter, 
Tammy Fielder of Roseville and a step-son, Todd 
James of Aliso Viejo, CA He is also survived by 
five grandchildren and one uncle. Barry was 
preceded in death by his parents, Anthony David 
Ginochio and Orphelia Maggiora Ginochio.
